	· Ensure students are placed in ESOL program where necessary

· Provide background information / analysis of ESOL students

· Play a ‘pastoral’ role for ESOL students 

· Draw up a Language Support timetable 

· Be a source of specialized advice on language use

· Ensure materials are available at the ESOL students’ language level

· Keep files and portfolios of ESOL students language work up to date

· Develop awareness of the needs of ESOL students in the greater school community
· teach specific language items, e.g. subject / verb agreement
	· Review suitability of classroom texts and adapt as necessary

· Monitor students’ progress regularly with students, other teachers, and ESOL teacher

· Ensure effective communication with parents

· Clearly identify language aims for each unit of work

· Ensure a comfortable atmosphere in the classroom conducive to learning

· Make guidelines and expectations for classroom procedures and learning tasks clear

· Hold common planning meetings

· Modify the curriculum where appropriate

· Design alternative assessment tools where necessary

· Collaborate in planning, teaching and assessing classroom activities
· Decide on exiting ESOL students

· Continue to monitor exited ESOL students

· Collaborate on content of the ESOL class

· Evaluate the effectiveness of the ESOL program regularly
	· Select the content aims of teaching and learning units
· Ensure ESOL students have relevant and appropriate learning materials

· Assess and report on students’ grasp of content

· Assess and report on subject areas not shared with ESOL teacher
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
