To be or not to be is not the question: BA or BFA is the real one. What’s the difference? The Bachelor of Fine Arts (in theatre)  is considered the professional training program whereas the Bachelor of Arts (in theatre) is more open ended, general education. BFA is specifically building skills, whereas the BA aims to provide the student with a broad range of knowledge in the arts, humanities, and sciences as well as theatre.

A note on auditions:

If a school requires an audition, not going will really hurt you. Although some schools may allow for submission via video, our experience suggests you will not be considered in the same light as those at the real auditions. Many colleges get together to do a unified auditions: www.unifiedauditions.com/ held in different cities in January &  February. 

Preparing for the audition is critical! Check with your individual school’s requirement, but they will usually want two pieces! More information on auditions can be found on: http://www.edta.org/rehearsal_hall/choices.asp
An example from Tisch (NYU):

· Acting: Two contrasting, two-minute contemporary monologues.
· Musical Theatre: Acting Two contrasting, two-minute contemporary monologues and 32 bars each from two songs, an up-tempo and a ballad, no more than two minutes each.  Both selections must be from musicals.  Applicants must provide accompaniment on a CD or standard cassette tape.
· Directing:  One two-minute contemporary monologue and a portfolio of directing work from productions or class work.
· Technical Production: A written statement of purpose and samples of work (designs, drawings, photographs, or stage manager's book).
